	Influenza and Aerosol Generating Medical Procedures



N95 respirator/mask and protective eyewear

For patients with suspected/confirmed Influenza, wear an N95 respirator/mask and protective eyewear when in the room during an aerosol generating medical procedure. 

Aerosol Generating Medical Procedures

An aerosol generating medical procedure (AGMP) is any procedure carried out on a patient that can induce the production of aerosols of various sizes, including droplet nuclei.  Negative Pressure room preferred for non-urgent AGMP.
Examples include:
	· non-invasive positive pressure ventilation (BIPAP, CPAP); 

· respiratory/airway suctioning; 
· high-frequency oscillatory ventilation; 
· bronchoscopy procedure; 
· chest physiotherapy; 
	· endotracheal intubation; 
· tracheostomy care; 
· diagnostic sputum induction; 
· autopsy of lung tissue.  
· aerosolized or nebulized medication administration;

Dedicate equipment for patient care


Clean/disinfect equipment before removing from room or bed space
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Limit transport of patient to essential purposes only


Patient must wear procedure mask during transport


Notify receiving department of isolation precautions
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Gown if contamination or soiling likely


Remove gown before leaving patient room or bedspace
