¢ You will see ‘No Through Road’ and ‘Road Closed’ signs at or near the East
Columbia/ZKeary Street intersection but you can still proceed to access the
Anvil and hospital parkades, just not Brunette.

Pedestrians should use the sidewalk along Brunette Avenue to access SkyTrain if
they live in Copperstone condos or north of Sherbrooke Street and use the hospital’s
service lane as a shortcut. The sidewalk on the south side of Keary Street will be open.
